collaborated to propose a Process Framework for structuring this PDP. On 26 May 2015, the ICANN Board adopted that
Process Framework and reaffirmed its request for a Board-initiated PDP, using the recommendations in the EWG's Final
Report as an input to, and, if appropriate, as the foundation for a new gTLD policy. Both Preliminary and Final Issue Reports
for this PDP were published for public comment in 2015.

On 19 November 2015, the GNSO Council approved a Charter for the Next-Generation gTLD Registration Directory Service
(RDS) to replace WHOIS (Next-Gen RDS) Policy Development Process (PDP) Working Group.
