	Direct experience and knowledge of the IANA naming function: I have managed TLD operations since 2002 directly interacting with IANA on multiple occasions over that time.
	Analytical skills ability to interpret quantitative and qualitative evidence and capacity to draw conclusions purely based on evidence: A big part of our work is around data analysis and I am a recognised industry expert in the use of data to derive evidence, regularly giving presentations on this subject. Most recently I presented on the Important of Data to the ICANN board at the Helsinki meeting.
	Experience in managing andor participating in committees eg meeting coordination reporting and escalation in order to contribute meaningfully to CSC processes: I have worked as a member of many committees ranging from company boards to ICANN committees (IDNs, WHOIS, DNSSEC, TechDay, TLD-OPS), industry groups (RISG, ENUM) and volunteer organisations (school boards).
	Demonstrated ability in relationship management to support diplomatic discussion consensus driven decision making and productive negotiation: A good example of this has been my work in determining the IANA SLEs, which involved working with other ccTLDs, gTLDs and ICANN staff all with very different views and objectives.  I regularly took the role of managing the discussion to ensure a consensus could be found.
	The candidates have excellent communication skills in order to represent ccTLD interests and to keep the ccNSO and broader ccTLD community informed on progress: I regularly present to the ccTLD community on local topics of interest and feedback on the ICANN groups I am part of.  I am often asked to take the lead in communications given my skills in this area and regularly receive feedback that I my presentations are clear, informative and entertaining.
