Registration Process

· User visits site (ICANNXXX.com)

· Fills in General Information
· Asks the user if he is an ICANN accredited registrar.

· If yes then user selects a registrar from the list.

· If registrar selected

· Collect Other Contact , Technical Details and Membership Details
· Persist information and send approval request to ExComm  members
· Show a standard approval message (“your membership request has been sent and would be approved by our ExComm .An email would be sent to you …”.) and a link to the home page.
· Now some from the ExComm triggers Approve Member (see below)
· Else
· This means that someone from his company is already a member and hence he would either have to use that members login for voting or he could become  normal Non-registrar member.
· Else 
· Persist the member as a Non-Registrar one.
· Portal shows him the usual text “your membership request has been sent and would be approved by our ExComm .An email would be sent to you …”.
· Send mail to ExComm for approval.

· Approve Member is Triggered (See Approve Members below)

· Member(approved by an ExComm) visits ICANNXXX.com again

· Signs In with username and Password.

· Prompt the first time user to Pay and show him benefits for paying.

With a pay now or later link

Related UI Modules

Approve Members

Actors Involved: Members of the ExComm group.
Lists the users who have not been approved, would list the user details and a button to approve and another one to reject the members. Approve can be clicked which would, change the Membership status of the user to Unpaid, and an email would be sent to the user informing him about the approval. If the reject is clicked, an email will be sent to the user informing him that his membership has been rejected. (Is a reason to be provided by the ExComm member??)

Most recent members


Lists the most recently joined members.

Member Details

Actors Involved: Approved members, Paid Members, Guests (maybe?)
Lists details of members and might show statistics on member like the number of votes participated in, number of posts, and so on.

There could be multiple views of the module depending on the roles viz. a complete detailed view might be only available to Approved members and  Paid Members and there could be a Guests view where the fields displayed would be limited.

Become a Paid Member

Actors Involved: Unpaid registrar member
An approved member, who has not paid can click a link on the web site to initiate payment.

Payment is XX $ one time charge and XX $ Prorated from Start Date – End Date.


Flow

· User Clicks the pay now link 

· Payment Gateway Integration(Transecute) Module comes into play

· After payment is confirmed, the registration for current year is entered (or the Start Date and End Date of membership).

· Member state changed to Payed Registrar member.
· Send him (and the ExComm or someone else?) a mail confirming that and other crap of what’s extra if you pay.
Questions :

· “Payment is XX $ one time charge and XX $ Prorated From Start Date – End Date”.
Here we are assuming the existence of what we call “Terms”. A term defines a period or rather a date range (for e.g. Jan 1 2005 – Dec 31 2005).So regardless of whether a member joins in Feb or April or May, his membership Tenure would be the above and would expire in Dec 2005 and hence depending on when he joins his fee’s would be Prorated.
if this is not the case could you please detail the membership Tenure and payment terms that you want in a  similar manner as above.
Renew Paid Membership
Actors Involved: Paid Registrar member 
Basically the flow would be the same as Paid Member only difference being he would be just charged the membership fees (as he has already paid the one time registration fee)
Expire Membership

After tenure of nagging is over move the paid members back to Non-Paid-Registrar member. This means when the member wants to become a Paid member again he would have to pay the Initial Joining fee again.

Payment Naggers
